What area or areas need matting?

A.  Dry floors

B.  Wet floors

C.  Metal parts, paints, chips, etc.

      3. 
Areas of the facility

A.  Body shops - The toughest area on mats due to having lift trucks, cart traffic,

     metal parts, hot sparks, metal chips, and lubricating fluids.

B.  Chassy area - Average traffic but work stations are exposed to brake fluid, oil,

      transmission fluid, gas, anti-freeze, and windshield washer fluid.

C.  Trim area - Average traffic with mostly dry work station areas.

D.  Final - Average traffic area but has wet areas.  Drain-through mats are essential to

      avoid moisture being trapped in pockets, which will stagnate, cause odor, and  

      breed germs.

After identifying each area and the elements, determine what you want the mat to do and

how you want the mat to perform.

A.  Wet areas = Water:  Light, medium, or large quantities of water?  In wet areas, a

      flow-through mat is required.  Remember:  Some mats trap water, breed germs, and

      cause odors.

B.  Wet areas from chemicals such as brake fluid, oils, transmission fluid, windshield

      washer fluid, and anti-freeze should be evaluated.

1 - How long will it be before the spill is cleaned up?

2 - What is the quantity of this type of spills?

a.  Small amount (drops)

b.  Medium (amounts needing more than a rag to wipe up)

c.  Long exposure (matting that may lay in any of the above fluids)

3 - Chemical exposure - Will any of the following chemicals be in contact with 

                              the matting:  acetate/acetone, lacquer thinner, windshield washer fluid, 

                              mineral spirits, alcohol, butyl alcohol, turpentine, or cleaning chemicals such

                              as alkaline?

C.  Installation Consideration

1 - Longer mats may be heavy to move and may be difficult to install and clean

     under the mat.

D.  Housekeeping Considerations

1 - Hard surface mats without holes such as Workers-Delight Deck Plate and

 
     Comfort-King require fewer hours for cleaning.  

2 - Drain-through (Safewalk-Light) and mesh mats (Diamnd-Deluxe) tend

     to trap dirt.  To properly clean these types of mats, remove the products, spray

     wash the mat, and clean the floor before reinstalling the mats.

 

     Remember - Good working conditions, safety, and ergonomics are very 

     important in any plant and picking the right mat should be taken very seriously.

THE BASIC QUESTIONS AND CONSIDERATIONS OF SELECTING THE PROPER MAT:
